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MEMORANDUM ADOPTING REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION OF UNITED STATES
MAGISTRATE JUDGE

Came on for consideration the Report of the United States Magistrate Judge in this action, this matter
having been heretofore referred to United States Magistrate Judge Don D. Bush pursuant to 28 U.S.C. s.

The
Court further ADOPTS the Special Master's Claims Construction Report, which was attached to the Report
and Recommendation as Exhibit A, and ADOPTS Special Master Methvin's findings and conclusions of
law, which, pursuant to this order, constitute the Court's ruling on the construction of the disputed patent
claims in this proceeding, as those of the Court.
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
